 Award nominations provide an opportunity for coworkers, supervisors, and administrations to recognize the extraordinary contributions made to the IV-D program during the previous year.  Please complete the nomination forms now open and located on our website � HYPERLINK "http://www.cfscinc.org" ��www.cfscinc.org� by April 15, 2009.  The slightly earlier deadline will give the awards committee a chance to twist some administrators’ arms to get nominees registered for the conference at the early bird rate. The four major awards requiring nominations are: 


EXCALIBUR AWARD:  This recognizes a manager, administrator, legislator, judicial member, citizen or organization championing exceptional enhancement to the IV-D program.  The committee looks for candidates exhibiting leadership and vision.  Those not employed by IV-D fit perfectly in this category. 


EXCELLENCE IN SERVICE AWARD:   This award is for the front-line child support worker that is a model to others.  He or she goes above and beyond the normal duties and achieves outstanding results for our clients with innovation, persistence, and aggressiveness.  The committee looks for examples of contributions to the program and assistance to others while exceeding typical caseload performance measures. 


MERITORIUS ACHIEVEMENT AWARD:   This recognizes a file clerk, office assistant, customer service representative, accounting and bookkeeping staff, typist, secretary, or any other CSE support staff employee.  The committee looks for  process improvements and work habits that allow front-line staff to work efficiently. 


OUTSTANDING ATTORNEY AWARD;   Outstanding attorney nominations should reflect what makes this attorney stand out from all of the other child support attorneys.  Such uniqueness may be reflected in any innovative efforts or creative techniques to increase the efficiency or effectiveness of the program. Examples of leadership, cooperation, and relationship building to achieve progress toward all participants’ goals are expected.

 “FEEDING THE FUTURE BACKPACK PROGRAM”








This program was established during the 2006-2007 school year when it was learned that some Arvada children were eating lunch on Friday at school and not having another nutritious meal until Monday morning at school.  Numerous studies show that even mild under-nutrition can affect a child for a lifetime.  To combat this problem they started the Feeding the Future Backpack Program to provide food to nearly 600 students every Friday at four Arvada elementary schools with high poverty rates.  
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
