Business Meeting

The business meeting held late Tuesday afternoon at the conference may appear to you as a waste of time but it assuredly is not.  This is your chance to instruct your board of directors on the direction you believe CFSC should take in the coming year.  There’s three ways that you provide that guidance.

First, you elect the officers.  The only position that you do not get to directly elect is the new president but you do get to select the President-elect.  Because of the complexity in putting together your conference and running the organization, it’s only reasonable that the lucky person gets a full year of on-the-job training and exposure in preparing to take on their duties.  The remaining officers represent your views during our monthly Council meetings.  The nominating committee usually selects someone with board experience and a desire for the position but this should not prevent you from nominating someone from the floor who you think would better represent you and your co-workers.  

You also get to nominate the candidates for member-at-large.  The only restriction, similar to the officer elections, is that the nominee is willing to do the work and they have approval from their supervisor to attend our monthly meetings.  The newly elected officers will then meet at the conclusion of the conference and will select from the pool the twelve hardest working candidates that can cover the multitude of duties required in putting on a conference.  For me personally, it is the absolute toughest duty the officers will face all year.  

Second, you decide the rules we follow.  This year there are no by-law changes.  You may offer by-law changes from the floor but because they are offered after March 1, they cannot take effect until the following year.  It’s best that you make by-law suggestions through communication with your elected officers who can then have the by-law committee properly study and prepare the best wording for next year’s meeting.

Third, you can bring new business directly before the general membership and make motions on just about anything you want.  Democracy at its best!  And if that doesn’t bring you to the meeting, just remember, the best door prizes are given out during the business meeting!
